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Leadership training and digital technology-related courses are traditional summer
teaching subjects in the School of Economics and Management for the past five years,
relying on the teaching team focusing on human resources, including Professor Dong
Li, Professor Hongjiang Lv and Associate Professor Qin Xu of the School of Business
Administration, and the teaching team of information technology management,
including Professor Yulin Zhang of the School of Information Management and
Information Systems, which has long been working with universities such as
McMaster University in Canada to offer intensive courses for students at all levels.
Since 2021, with the support of the university's excellent intellectual attraction
program, the economics department has flexibly introduced Professor Mikko Siponen,
a professor of the University of Jyvaskyl?, an academician of the Finnish Academy of
Sciences and a foreign teacher of Changjiang Scholar, to teach digital economy and
enterprise digital management, and has achieved certain results. We have achieved a
certain effect on the cultivation of talents.
